4.15: IEP COMPONENTS Progress Monitoring and Reporting

Introduction: Both state and federal law requires the collection and reporting of student progress toward accomplishing Individualized Education Program
(IEP) goals and objectives. Assessment, evaluation, and documentation of student progress are intended to serve three purposes:

1. To measure a student's performance against established IEP goals and objectives

2. To help identify causal factors that account for significant differences between actual and predicted performance
3. To monitor and inform provision of Specially Designed Instruction, including adjustments to frequency, intensity, duration, or type of instruction.

If the student is not making the projected growth towards meeting his/her annual and §erwce Paper
goals, it is expected that the IEP team will meet to review and, if necessary, revise the providers (TAP) #1
student’s IEP. Progress towards annual goals should be sent to parents according to
the periodic schedule identified in the IEP. Further, school districts must measure
student progress using the methods described in the IEP.
